Our Square + Round Dance – Double Deal

Friday 14 October – Swinging Stars –“Oktoberfest”
142 total dancers, 71 visitors and 71 Swinging Stars, enjoyed our successful “Oktoberfest” Friday evening in
Plano.  We had wisely anticipated this large turnout and had cafeteria rented and ready for diners along with our
usual gymnasium dance hall.  We offered our guests a fantastic spread of great sausage/wurst, sour kraut,
German-style potato salad, a myriad of other salads, plus a great set of desserts.  Essentially all of it was eagerly
consumed by hungry diners when not dancing.  When dancing, guests were first treated to 45 minutes of great
early rounds by club cuer, Walter Brewer, followed later by equally entertaining intermittent rounds.  Rhythms
cued included 2-step, slow 2 step, waltz, foxtrot, bolero, cha, and rhumba.  Dancers were also treated by club
caller, Wayne Baldwin, to 15 minutes of interesting early Plus, followed by 2 hours of well-balanced
intermittent squares.
