USO / Patriot Paws Report Ongoing efforts for the upcoming USO / Patriot Paws have collected
$6,200. The goal is to reach $10,000. Half will go to DFW USO and half will go to Patriot Paws. If we
reach the goal, NORTEX will then earn the right to name one of the dogs. “Dancer” is the selected
name. It was noted that it takes nearly 2 years and $25,000 to train one of the service dogs, which
are given without charge to veterans who need them.
