RECENT ACTIVITY -- DANCING/TRAINING

Our Dance
Friday 10 June, Swinging Stars

About 120 dancers, including over 40 visitors, enjoyed the Swinging Stars dance Friday evening at Wilson
Middle School in Plano. The Texas Reelers came this night in especially large numbers, 33 total, to help fill
our floor and keep things hopping. The evening began with caller Wayne Baldwin’s squares workshop, this
time stressing 3 forms of Wheel and Deal. The typical form, from “lines of 4 facing out,” was handled easily by
all. The less typical, from “lines of 4 facing in,” was handled by several squares after some serious tutoring
from Wayne. The 3" form, however, “where each dancer within a couple wheels as if he/she alone were a
complete couple,” was too new for most dancers to get a good handle on in this short workshop. Maybe in the
next workshop? (If you were blown away by this 3 form, don’t feel badly. It’s actually an “A2” call, though
it uses exactly the same Wheel and Deal principles we all learned in Mainstream class. See “Single Wheel” in
Taminations under “A2” calls.) During intermittent rounds, caller Walter Brewer delivered a very nice mix of
rhythms and phases that kept all round dancers engaged, appreciative, and smiling. At evening’s end, a few
squares joined in our now traditional extra tip of “hot hash” wherein dancers with some energy remaining try
desperately to keep up with Wayne’s record player as he gradually cranks the speed up toward max. Afterward,
~ 24 dancers, callers, & cuers (including 4 Texas Reelers) reconvened at BJ’s Brewhouse in Plano to party on a
bit longer.

Saturday 11 June — Cotton Pickin Squares — “Welcome Summer”

10 Swinging Stars journeyed to Greenville, TX, Saturday evening to dance with our friends, the Cotton Pickin
Squares. Calling & cueing duties were handled respectively by Charles Quisenberry (aka “Quiz”) and Christine
Hixson. Christine started “extra early” rounds 1 hour before the grand march with a variety of mostly requested
and sometimes sophisticated dances, several currently being taught/reviewed in her Monday class and/or
Tuesday round dance club. For intermittent rounds during the main dance that followed, she continued great
cueing with a broader mix of rhythms and difficulties that offered something for everyone. For his part on
squares, Quiz entertained dancers with his usual broad array of great patter, some good singing calls, an
occasional tricky sequence or two, and some “classic Quiz humor” to keep the smiles broad and then
enthusiasm high. Quiz graciously offered new area callers, Richard Covington and Bill Hinkley, one tip of their
own to call during the evening and it was obvious to how rapidly these two are gaining prowess in their calling
avocation. Way to go ... Richard and Bill! Many thanks to these Swinging Stars attending this dance: Bondis,
Walter & Eula Brewer, Covingtons, Esteps, Hamms, and Sees.
