Square + Round Dance

Friday 15 July — Triangle Squares —

8 Swinging Stars partied with the Triangle Squares Friday evening at their “Retro Roaring 20’s” dance in
Denton, TX. Glimpses back in time to America’s “Roaring Twenties” were seen all over the floor, whether it
be the ladies’ tassled flapper-like dresses and period head pieces or the guy’s ganster-like hats and ties. Even
guest caller, Mike Bramlett, wore a black suit and light-colored tie that reminded you of “infamous slick-sters”
of the era. Handling both squares and rounds for the evening, Mike did his usual great job of thoroughly
entertaining dancers on the floor. On rounds, offerings were mostly easy 2-steps and an occasional waltz ... but
great fun nevertheless. On squares, he had early-workshopped the Mainstream call Spin Chain Thru that often
takes square dancers by surprise, even experienced ones, and then worked it even more in one special tip during
the main dance. Here, he patiently stepped dancers through this call from several starting positions including a.)
parallel waves (common/typical), b.) Thar Star (unusual), c.) Alamo Ring (more unusual), and d.) parallel lines
of 3 (+ 2 lone dancers who mostly watched / participated little) (downright weird, probably an original
“extended application” a la Mike). A big thank you to these Swinging Stars who participated: Bondis, Hamms,
Hawkins, and Sees. Thanks to your support, we took home our host’s banner.



Square + Round Anniversary Dance
