Square + Round Dance

Thursday 11 August — Lone Star Solos — “Back to School”

and later during square-intermittent rounds. On squares, club caller, Dave Vieirra, was at the “top of his game,”
calling some terrific tips with great patter and some nice singing calls. During one tip, Dave invited new callers
Richard Covington and Bill Hinkley to perform patter and singing calls respectively. All in all, it was a very
nice dance, enjoyed by all.

Thursday 11 August — Model As

7 Swinging Stars took part in the Model As weekly A1/A2 square dance in Dallas Thursday evening. Club
caller, Wayne Baldwin, called 5 tips using a broad subset of A1/A2 calls, sometimes repeating/tutoring when
appropriate. In several tips this evening, Wayne focused repeated attention on “Chain Reaction” and
“Motivate,” two calls that look intricate because they gradually form and then use a 4-person central star and 2
adjacent 2-person stars (couples). For the calls to work cleanly, dancers in the various pieces, must arrive
where needed but then wait (if needed) for their piece to fully form before continuing. As is common these
days, Wayne asked Charles Quisenberry to call one tip during the evening. Thank you to these Swinging Stars
who participated: P. Amy, Bergesens, Bondis, and Evantos.

Our Square + Round Dance
Friday 12 August — Swinging Stars —“Back to School”

103 dancers, including 18 Texas Reelers and 1 Solitaire, visited our dance on Friday evening. Again, our
dynamic duo of Walter Brewer and Wayne Baldwin teamed up to keep all attendees fully engaged and well
entertained. Per our first dance of the month format, Wayne began with a 45-miute square workshop.
However, acknowledging that we had one “brand new” couple interested in learning square dancing (hopefully,
at our upcoming lessons starting on 06 SEP), Wayne purposely offered a couple workshop tips just for these
new folks, quickly giving them a taste of the beginning basics of Allemande Left, Right and Left Grand,
Promenade, etc. Judging from the broad smiles on the couple’s faces, they really enjoyed themselves. Wayne
also invited our own Richard Covington to call one full tip and, as expected, Richard did a fine job. For his
part, Walter countered with a very nice evening of intermittent rounds comprising a nicely balanced mix of
rhythms and phases. With their throng of 18, the Texas Reelers both recaptured their banner and captured



hours. Afterward, about 20+ attendees, with 4 of our Texas Reeler friends included, partied a bit longer at
Austin Avenue Grill in Plano.
