From Peggy Amy and Nina Lassiter our Sunshine Reporters 
 

This message came from Janelle Rowe via Richard Covington to Peggy Amy with his request to add 
it to the Sunshine Report:   
 

From Janelle Row, on August 4, 2024:   
Hey, just wanted to let you know that Roger is in the hospital. You might remember that he has 
cardiac sarcoidosis which is a couple of dead spots in his heart which gives him ventricular 
tachycardia, which means his heart beats extremely fast, much much faster than if you were running 
at top speed for a long time. This can cause heart damage, and if the ventricular tachycardia is not 
taking care of from cardiac arrest. He got shocked five times on Tuesday from his defibrillator at 
home. He’s been in the hospital since then. This morning they had to come in and shock him with the 
external defibrillator because his heart went back into ventricular tachycardia. He is scheduled to get 
the heart ablation surgery on Thursday.
