Sunshine information 
From Peggy Amy and Nina Lassiter our Sunshine Reporters 
 

The following sunshine information came from Janelle Row Wednesday (8-15-2024): 
On August 8, Roger was finally able to get the heart ablation because of cardio sarcoidosis that the 
heart doctors have been watching since January 2 when it was discovered.  The ablation took out 
most of the scarring in his heart.  This should reduce the number of shocks he gets from his ICD 
(internal coronary defibrillator) because hopefully he won’t go into ventricular tachycardia (fast heart 
rate over 130) as often. This last time in the hospital was his 6th time since January.  We are so glad 
the inflammation that was causing him to not be able to get the ablation finally subsided after being 
on a lot of meds.  We would like to start square dance lessons again but he’s still very weak.  It will 
take some time for him to regain his strength.  We thank everyone for all their thoughts and 
prayers.
